Introductions

Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Vickie Ives, Budget Committee Chair at 10:01 a.m.
Ellen Marquez, Self-Advocacy Coordinator verified that the agenda for this meeting was posted to the appropriate locations on April 21, 2023.
Public Comment
Ms. Ives asked if there was any public comment. 
· Catherine Nielsen, Executive Director stated Legislature has a big deadline for bills to heard by this Friday. If there are any bills you would like to Council’s support on, please let us know.
Approval of Minutes from the October 2022 Meeting
Ms. Ives asked if everyone had reviewed the October 13, 2022 minutes and asked for a motion to approve the minutes.
Max Lowe motioned to approve the October 13, 2022 minutes as written. Santa Perez seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Presentation and Recommendations on the NGCDD Council Budget
Ms. Ives deferred this agenda item to Ms. Nielsen.
Ms. Nielsen referred to the handouts titled “FFY 2024 NGCDD Activities, Timeline and Funding Matrix”. 
Ms. Nielsen reviewed the goals and objectives with the funding amounts for each. She reviewed Objective 1.4, Emerging Needs and the reason for the $10,000 in funding; Objective 2.1, Self-Advocacy Organizations, explaining the increase is due to being able to hold the Self-Advocacy Conference in 2024; Objective 2.3, Cross-Disabilities and Culturally Diverse,  explaining the additional funds are to support interpreters for the Commission on Deaf and Hard of Hearing; Objective 3.1, Transportation, explaining the collaboration with Nevada Center for Excellence in Disabilities (NCED) for the iCanBike program. This program gives people with disabilities the opportunity to learn to ride a bicycle giving them an alternate way of transportation; Council Travel, explaining the increase is due to the Council having many new members and to give them opportunities to attend the National Conference and to have an in-person training and meeting in 2024.
Ms. Nielsen reviewed the Category 10 Spreadsheet, explaining the expenditures and projected expenditures. She opened this item for discussion.
Christine Riggi inquired about the travel needed to attend events and where the funding comes from. Ms. Nielsen explained the categories these funds would come from.
Ms. Ives inquired about the new bill regarding language access and if that has been factored into the budget. Ms. Nielsen stated yes it has been factored in for American Sign Language (ASL) and a braille printer. She explained the Spanish interpreting is being done in-house as we have bi-lingual staff.
Mr. Lowe motioned to recommend to the Full Council the FFY 2024 budget for approval. Ms. Perez seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
